Any pony taking part in Classes judged under B.S.P.S. Ltd Rules will be liable to dope testing.

6.
Entries will not be accepted without the appropriate fee. A S.A.E. must be submitted with entries if a receipt is required. No tickets or numbers will be sent to Exhibitors before the Show. Competitors’ numbers should be collected from the Secretary’s Office on the Show Ground. Cheques and Postal Orders to be made payable to “B.S.P.S. AREA 2A (CHESHIRE)”. NO entries will be accepted over the telephone.
